We had another successful month serving local families in need of food 

assistance. While securing food becomes more of a challenge, we were able 

again in March to provide canned goods, dried goods, hamburger, turkey or 

chicken, fish, produce, eggs, cheese and milk. Thankfully, given the shortages 

with eggs, we are still able to offer them.  

We served 140 families made up of 297 children, 260 adults and 82 

seniors. We had 10 more new families sign up for food assistance in March.  

This ministry is only possible through the gift of time our faithful 

volunteers so readily provide each month. Many are blessed by those who serve others.
